DIRECTIONS to Camp SKY-Y:

Take I-17 North to Cordes Junction and exit onto HWY 69.

Follow HWY 69 approximately 35 miles until you arrive in Prescott.  Stay to the left

where HWY 69 and HWY 89 splits, Hwy 89 turns into Gurley St.

Continue on Gurley 4 stop lights, until you reach the intersection of Gurley and Mt.

Vernon.  Take a left at the signal light at Mt. Vernon (which turns into Senator

Highway) go approximately 7 miles.

The camp is on your right and is marked by a large YMCA triangle sign.
